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Mon Valley Works is an integrated steelmaking operation that includes four PA facilities:

e Clairton Plant (Clairton, PA) produces coke and coke byproducts. Coke is the fuel, similar to charcoal,
for blast furnaces to convert iron ore into liquid iron.

e Edgar Thomson Plant (Braddock, PA) produces liquid iron in blast furnaces using coke from Clairton and
iron ore from Minnesota. Iron is converted into steel and cast into slabs.

e Irvin Plant (West Mifflin, PA) processes the slabs in a hot-roll mill to produce coils of steel.
» Fairless Plant (Fairless Hill, PA) is outside of Philadelphia and produces galvanized steel sheets.

U. S. Steel also has three other locations in Southwestern PA:

e Research & Technology Center, located in Munhall, focuses on advancing steelmaking.
e Pittsburgh Service Center, located in Pittsburgh’s South Side, houses administrative and IT services.
e Headquarters, located in downtown Pittsburgh in the U. S. Tower, houses corporate offices.
